Dry cleaning is a process for cleanin
clothes and textiles using a chemical solvent
other than water. The term 'dry cleaning’ is
misleading for this cleaning process.
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The dry-cleaning process was invented in
the mid-19th century by French dye-works
owner Jean Baptiste Jnll{. who noticed that
his table cloth became cleaner after his
maid spilled kerosene on it. He subsequently
developed a service for cleaning people’s
clothes in this manner, which became known
as “neftoyage a Sec”—i.e., dry cleaning.
