When we do get injured, though, our injuries are
more severe. The severity of injury depends on some underlying health problems such
as cardiovascular disease, diabetes, and osteoarthritis.

Some of the other issues we must contend with as we age are:

Muscle loss

Increased stiffness and reduced flexibility
Hearing loss

Vision changes

Slower response time and corrective action

All of these issues can sap older workers of their energy and set them up for an
injury.

How to Protect Yourself

Working out regularly can help anyone stay physically fit, but it’s particularly
important as we age. Aging muscles result in loss of strength, which in turn can lead
to injury, reduced sustained work time, and exhaustion.

To remain strong, focused and accident-free, older workers should:

e Get regular cardiovascular exercise to build endurance.
e Perform strength-building exercises to increase muscle mass.
e Play brain-training games to help stay mentally sharp.
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In addition, they should practice safety at all times. To stay safe in the workplace,
older workers should:

Lift objects from waist level.

Avoid repetitive tasks or staying in one position for too long.
Avoid tasks that put a lot of pressure on the joints.

e Exercise at least 30 minutes every day.
