CHECK THE HOSE

Make sure that your air hoze won't kink or bend. Also,
check if thay are properly connected. This will affect
the perforrmance of the machine. And dan't leave them
on the floor, else they become a tipping hazard,

MAKE MAINTENANCE A PRIORITY

Make it & habit to check for any leaks, whether air or oil, before turning it on. Small
leaks can still lead your machines to blow. Repair the machine before using it again.
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
